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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 had a discussion on UE behaviour on TFC selection with HS-DPCCH. Following three approaches were mainly discussed.

· “Always HS-DPCCH method” - When power estimation for a given TFC is made, HS-DPCCH transmission is always assumed to be transmitted although HS-DPCCH is not necessarily transmitted when UE transmitted power is measured.

· “Never HS-DPCCH method” - When power estimation for a given TFC is made, HS-DPCCH transmission is never assumed to be transmitted although HS-DPCCH is sometimes transmitted when UE transmitted power is measured.

· “Actual transmission based method” - When power estimation for a given TFC is made, the power of HS-DPCCH is based on actual transmission.

Pros and cons in above methods are discussed in attached R1-030535. RAN1 currently considers “actual transmission based method” as the most appropriate method. RAN1 asks RAN4 to confirm whether this is also RAN4 understanding.

RAN1 asks RAN2 to discuss UE behaviour for TFC selection with HS-DPCCH in MAC specification. RAN1 considers it is one of candidate behaviour not to transmit HS-DPCCH when remaining TFCs are only TFCs included in the minimum set of TFCs to protect the transmission of the minimum set of TFCs.

2. Actions:

To RAN4 group.

ACTION: 
RAN1 asks RAN4 to confirm whether actual transmission of HS-DPCCH is taking into account when the UE estimates transmit power for TFC selection.
 

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN1 asks RAN2 to discuss UE behaviour on TFC selection with HS-DPCCH on MAC specification.
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
