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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 on their liaisons on TFC selection with HS-DPCCH transmission. 
RAN1 discussed aggressive TFC restriction and the three alternatives listed by RAN2. RAN1 think alternative 2 listed as following is appropriate for taking into account the time frame of release 5.
Alternative 2: Aggressive/ Conservative:

· Consider the actual past HS-DPCCH transmissions in deciding whether a TFC can be supported, and

· Equally compress power of all channels independently of TFC and leave it up to the network to determine whether the UE is able to transmit reliably the HS-DPCCH.

On the other hand, RAN1 is discussing the merit of "consider always “ON” HS-DPCCH transmission in deciding whether a TFC can be supported" because UE transmission behaviour is not affected by the Node B scheduler behaviour. This behaviour could be an additional mode to alternative 2 and the selection of the mode is under the control of the UTRAN. The necessarity of such mode and the release it may be considered for is currently under discussion. RAN1 will inform RAN2 and RAN4 on this topic further.
The priority handling mechanism between TFC with single DCCH only, minimum set of TFC, HS-DPCCH and other channels would be discussed further as not for release 5.
