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1. Overall Description:

At meeting #35, RAN WG1 has been discussing the UE behaviour for the power control in soft handover (issue 1 in [1]) and in particular the reliable detection of the TPC commands from radio links of different radio link sets. The understanding of the group is that it should be clear what is meant by “reliable detection“ of TPC commands in Rel’99. It is RAN1’s understanding the definition of "reliable detection“ should be unambiguously specified in order to avoid unpredictable UE behaviours that would affect system performance.

Note that RAN1 has not taken a decision yet on the CR attached in [1].
