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Introduction
During RAN2 and RAN3 meeting #39 a number of documents were addressing the mapping between HARQ IDs and virtual memory buffers.

During discussions it was agreed that RAN1 specifications should describe the encoding of HARQ IDs to the three bits allocated for that purpose on the HS-SCCH. A quick inspection of [1] indicated that this is not yet the case.

RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 to verify whether their specifications include the description of the encoding of the HARQ IDs. If RAN1 confirms that this is not yet captured, RAN2 would like to ask that it be included in the section on encoding of information on the HS-SCCH in [1]. RAN2 and RAN3 will only refer to processes using IDs from 0 to 7 without any mention of how this information is encoded.
