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1. Overall Description:

At T1#22 T1 discussed a proposal in [1] for introducing testing of enhanced TFCS to provide efficient sharing of the physical channel. 

The discussion paper in [1] also contained a draft MAC test case to verify the UE behaviour for the increased TFCS space. In the draft MAC test case a specific RB configuration is specified, which is based on the reference RAB  6.10.2.4.1.58 in 34.108 (Streaming / unknown / UL:16 DL:64 kbps / PS RAB + Interactive or background / UL:8 DL:8 kbps / PS RAB + UL:3.4 DL:3.4 kbps SRBs for DCCH), and where additional TFCs have been added. 

When discussing the benefits of having the increased TFCS space it was commented that this is how network operators may/could deploy radio bearers in the future to provide efficient use of the physical resources. The question was then raised if it wouldn’t be better to update the actual reference RAB in 34.108 by adding the additional TFCs to achieve the increased TFCS space. It was also commented that perhaps more reference RABs in 34.108 should be updated for enhanced TFCS.

T1 would like to ask RAN2 if it could be considered to update a set of the current reference RABs in 34.108 clause 6.10 for enhanced TFCS (by adding additional TFCs to the currently existing TFCs). If RAN2 consider to update the reference RABs then T1 would like to ask RAN2 to limit the changes to the TFCS enhancement to limit the impact to the current radio bearer test cases. Further more if it is decided to change the reference RABs then T1 will need to carefully phase in those changes to not interfere with the ongoing verification and validation activities. 

T1 would also ask RAN2 if the RAN1/RAN2 proposed HSDPA reference RABs should provide increased TFCS space for the UL associated 64kbps and 384 kbps radio bearers.

2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 

To give feedback to T1 if it would be beneficial to enhance the current reference RABs in 34.108 for increased TFCS space.

T1 would also like RAN2 to consider if enhanced TFCS should be adopted in the 64 kbps and 384 kbps UL RABs associated with the HSDPA reference RABs proposed by RAN1/RAN2.  

If RAN2 decides that increased TFCS space is to be introduced in existent reference RABs in 34.108 and/or in the HSDPA reference RABs then T1 would like RAN2 to guide T1 in which TFC should be added to the TFCS.
