Redundancy Versions for E-DCH

The allowed redundancy versions for each E-DCH transport block are a function of the associated code rate.
For low code rates, IR versions with systematic bits are used. For high code rates, at least one systematic and at least one non-systematic IR versions are used. 

The redundancy version is either implicitly or explicitly signaled in the corresponding E-DCH control channel.
