Hybrid ARQ Scheme

6.1 HARQ Scheme of the FDD Enhanced Uplink

Synchronous HARQ operation is used for E-DCH. The synchronous HARQ operation is such that retransmissions are sent consecutively on the same HARQ process until the packet is correctly received or the maximum number of retransmissions is reached, whichever occurs first. 
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
