7.1.4       Interpretation of Scheduling and HARQ Information

7.1.4.1       UE Behaviour with Absolute and Relative Grants

When received, the absolute grant has precedence over the relative grants. After the validity of the absolute grant expires, either the allowed E-DCH TFS size goes to minimum set or changes in accordance with the relative grant. The UE behaviour is indicated by higher layer signalling.
