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1. Overall Description:

During RAN1#40, the contents and cost of the E-AGCH were discussed. RAN1 concluded that 5 bits is sufficient for signaling of the power ratio in the scheduling grant. Thus, according to RAN1’s understanding, the contents of the E-AGCH consists of:

· 1 bit SingleProcess flag for per process/per UE scheduling (agreed at RAN2#45bis)

· 5 bits for the maximum E-DPDCH/DPCCH power ratio (agreed at RAN1#40)

· Possible other bits to be defined by RAN2

From a transmit power consumption perspective, it is strongly recommended that the total number of E-AGCH bits does not exceed a total of 7-8 bits with the current coding scheme. With modifications to the current coding scheme, the total number of bits might be increased to 9-10 bits. 

2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above information into account in their work on E-DCH scheduling and to keep RAN1 informed about any changes to the E-AGCH contents.
