Description

RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 for their LS regarding outer-loop TPC behaviour in 0 bit TB reception for A-DPCH for HSDPA. In the LS, RAN4 has asked RAN1 to take the following action.

RAN4 kindly asks RAN1 to confirm whether the method B in R4-050118 is the desired UE outer-loop TPC behaviour in case of the 0 bit TB reception.
Discussion took place within RAN1 during the RAN1#40bis and RAN1#41 meetings on this issue. As an outcome of these discussions, RAN1 would like to communicate the following to RAN2 and RAN4.

1) From RAN1’s understanding, the UE behaviour of method A in R4-050118 (“straightforward implementation”) is the correct UE behaviour.

2) In order to avoid poor performance of the DCCH mapped to A-DPCH for HSDPA with the UE behaviour of method A in R4-050118, a low target BLER can be signaled for the DCH quality target as in the RNC based solution in R1-050467 (attached) for Rel-5. The Node B based solution in R1-050467, in which the Node B offsets the transmission power for DCCH may be a candidate for Rel-6, but the UE behaviour should still be method A.

3) It should be clarified in TS25.331 from Rel-5 that the DCH quality target should be met on a Transport Channel level, and not for each Transport Format.

4) If considered beneficial by RAN4, a test should be specified in TS25.101 for the A-DPCH of HSDPA from Rel-5 in order to check that the UE has implemented method A, and not method B.

Actions
To RAN2:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to clarify the description of DCH quality target as soon as possible for Rel-5/Rel-6.

To RAN4:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN4 to specify a test for the A-DPCH of HSDPA as suggested from Rel-5/Rel-6, if RAN4 considers it to be beneficial in addition to the clarification being done by RAN2 in 25.331.
