2 Summary

The following way forward was proposed by the moderator:

1) No update is needed to be made to the tables of baseline results in TR25.814 and TR25.912 as the FT/Orange and Nokia results do not contradict previous results and conclusions.

2) Papers on VoIP all show that ~90-100 users can be supported, which is greater than CS voice capacity.  Therefore a short CR captured this could be made to section 13.11.2

 

3) The complexity papers related to channel coding should be discussed within the channel coding topic.
 

4) Further opinions\questions were invited on the duplexing and VoIP complexity papers.
