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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on Modulation and Coding Scheme for MCCH.
RAN1 agreed that the number of MCSs for MCCH is 8, and these 8 MCSs are a subset of MCS table in 36.213 with MCS index {0, 4, 7, 11, 13, 15, 18, 22}. 
In addition, RAN1 also agreed that the number of MCSs for MTCH is 16, and these 16 MCSs are a subset of MCS table in 36.213 with MCS index {0, 2, 4, 6, 7,  9, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 17, 18,  20, 22, 23}.
For higher layer signalling on PDCCH length, PDCCH length in BCCH is not appropriate and PDCCH length can be in MCCH. The only benefit is to save PCFICH detection of UEs that only receive MBMS service. RAN1 could not agree whether the cost is worthwhile in Rel-9.
