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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS in R1-1701558 (R2-169109) regarding the RAN2 agreements on SC-PTM configuration and scheduling for NB-IoT and FeMTC UEs. RAN1 has discussed the following question asked by RAN2:

· Use 1 bit in DCI in PDCCH for SC-MTCH scheduling to indicate whether the configuration of the SC-MTCH will be changed in next MP.
· Use 1 additional bit in DCI in PDCCH for SC-MTCH scheduling to indicate whether the new services are due to start in next MP. For the UE who has on-going service and is interested in detection of other new session starts. 
· We ask RAN1 if 2 bits is ok. If only 1 bit can be accommodated we use 1 bit. 
RAN1 would like to confirm that, from RAN1 perspective, it is feasible to use 1 bit each in the DCI used for scheduling of (N)PDSCH carrying SC-MTCH for (i) the indication of change notification of SC-MTCH configuration in the next MP, and (ii) the indication whether new services are due to start in the next MP. Accordingly, RAN1 will include the above fields in the DCI formats for SC-MTCH scheduling for NB-IoT and FeMTC respectively.
