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1. Introduction

This contribution proposes a new parameter called “Paging Record Type Identifier” in Paging Type2 message. 

2. Discussion
When a UE receives Paging Type 2 message on DCCH which is the paging from the CN, the UE sends Paging Response NAS message by using Direct Transfer message on RRC protocol. In the Paging Response NAS message, there exists a Paging record such as TMSI, P-TMSI or IMSI for CN to relate the incoming call and the response from the UE. Since the UE doesn’t know which UE ID should be used for Paging Response, there is a need for an indication in the Paging Type 2 message. Therefore a new parameter “Paging Record Type Identifier” is proposed. This 1 bit parameter only indicates whether the CN paging is initiated by using IMSI or not.      

3. Proposal

It is proposed to add a parameter as follows in section 10.1.3.3 of TS25.331.

10.1.3.3 PAGING TYPE 2

This message is used to page an UE in connected mode, when using the DCCH for CN originated paging.
