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1 Introduction

The L2 services and functions defined for UTRA TDD 3.84 Mcps in TS 25.301 remain basically unchanged for UTRA TDD low chip rate option.

No changes are required to RLC, PDCP and BMC functionality. MAC services to upper layers as well as the logical channels and the mapping between logical channels and transport channels remain unchanged.  With respect to the MAC functions, there might be modifications needed for the Access Service Class selection for RACH transmission due to the different RACH concept in low chip rate TDD option. This issue is ffs.

It is proposed to include the following text in section 12 ‘Layer 2 Services and Functions’ of the proposed technical report for TDD low chip rate option (R2-00xxx):
