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Introduction

In the Feasibility Study Ad Hoc meeting at RAN2#18, GBT presented R2A010009 which described the advantages in Cell-FACH state when the UE can choose to access either RACH or CPCH after CPCH resources have been assigned to theUE.  The RACH should always a default in the uplink when the UE is in Cell-FACH state, even if CPCH resources are assigned. The UE may choose either transport channel for uplink traffic.  It was agreed in the meeting that for Release 99 and all releases, RACH is also allowed when CPCH is assigned.  But the wording in the specification is not clear on this point.  The attached CR provides modified text to clarify this point in the specification.

Proposal

RAN2 should discuss and approve the attached CR.
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Reason for change:
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Current wording is ambiguous and does not clearly indicate that RACH is always an option for UE in Cell-FACH state.




Summary of change:
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Corrected text to unambiguously indicate that RACH may always be used.




Consequences if 
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not approved:
Some UE  or UTRAN implementations may be incompatible with other UEs and UTRAN implementations which assume RACH may always be used.

-
read the "CPCH set ID" included in the IE;

store the IE using the "CPCH set ID" as an address tag.

CPCH set ID (FDD only)

If the UE has the capability to use CPCH, the UE shall use the following general procedures:

If an IE "CPCH set ID" is included in a dedicated message and not as part of IE "CPCH SET Info":

use the IE as an address tag to retrieve the corresponding stored "CPCH SET Info";

-
release any active dedicated physical channels in the uplink;
-
let the PCPCHs listed in the CPCH set be included as defaults in the uplink for CPCH

-
if an IE "CPCH set ID" is included in a dedicated message and not as part of IE "CPCH SET Info", and if there is no corresponding stored "CPCH SET Info":

-
release any active dedicated physical channels in the uplink;
-
let the last assigned PRACH be the default in the uplink for RACH;

-
obtain current System Information on SCCPCH to obtain and store the "CPCH SET info" IE(s);
-
upon receipt of a "CPCH SET Info" which corresponds to the "CPCH set ID" IE:

-
let the PCPCHs listed in that CPCH set be included as defaults in the uplink for CPCH .
NOTE:  PRACH remains a default in the uplink for UEs in Cell-FACH state, even after PCPCHs are added as additional defaults in the uplink. 
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
