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There was a discussion in RAN WG2 regarding “New RRC connection release cause for Iu connection failure”, which specifies the RRC connection release due to the failure of Iu connection establishment or Iu connection’s reset. The original discussion paper (R2-010089) is attached to this LS, and TSG-RAN WG2 have not decided about the usefulness of the proposal.

TSG-RAN WG2 would like to request to see if TSG-CN WG1 would have use for such a failure cause as described in the attached CR (R2-010089). Based on response of TSG-CN WG1, TSG-RAN WG2 can decide whether we need to discuss the attached CR in more detail at next TSG-RAN WG2 meeting (09 – 13 April 2001).
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
