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1. Overall Description:

Reply to incoming LS “Liaison statement on header removal context relocation” (GP-011371).

TSG RAN WG3 thanks TSG GERAN on their LS on header removal context relocation. TSG RAN WG3 would like to inform TSG GERAN that it has reviewed the proposed solution for header removal context transfer during relocation from source BSS to target BSS and the answers to the related questions are attached below:  

1. Is it possible to use Relocation Commit or Forward SRNS Context messages to transfer these field values?
Yes, it is possible to use those messages to transfer the header removal context information. However TSG RAN WG3 thinks that Iur-g might be better for performance point of view for this purpose.

2. Is there an existing container in the Relocation Commit or Forward SRNS Context message that could be used or is it possible to specify a new container for this purpose? 

There is a container (RANAP relocation information) in the Relocation Commit, but it does not include any transparent field that could be used for this purpose. 

The Forward SRNS Context message is already used to transfer some contexts, but currently there are no IEs that can be used to pass header removal context. 

3. Could this procedure and the used containers be common in case of header removal and header compression?

Yes. TSG RAN WG3 sees no reason why the same container could not be used to pass header compression or header removal context during relocation. To make sure that same container can be used to transfer both header compression and header removal context the maximum size of both contexts should be clarified.
