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Discussion

25.331 describes the procedure for handing over a CS connection to UMTS. However, there is no description of how (if the mobile is GPRS connected) the PS domain is handed over. Obviously, after CS handover is completed there is the need for a CS/PS connected mobile to also allow the PS side to be reconnected as well.

There would seem to be no problem for the case of MT packet as the mobile will receive PAGING TYPE 2. In which case the response to paging will be triggered and the Iu connection will be re-established. However, for MO packet there seems to be no way for the mobile to send packets to the network in this case as the mobile is in CELL DCCH state with packets awaiting transmission.

The solution to this is that the network should send UTRAN mobility information associated to the PS domain after the mobile has successfully handed over to UMTS (in order to obtain the RA), however this is not specified in 25.331.

RAN2 are asked as to the need in 25.331 to require that the RNC should send UTRAN mobility information after handover is achieved in order to effectively hand over the PS domain context as well.
