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Reason for change:

It is currently specified that the UE shall attempt to camp on a cell that was used while in connected mode when returning from connected mode to idle mode.

However, if the UE leaves connected mode because an attempt to access a cell on RACH has failed then the UE should not attempt to camp on this cell again. The UE should consider this cell to be barred instead and attempt to camp on a different cell.

Backward compatibility analysis:

The corrected functionality is the cell selection procedure when leaving connected mode, the CR affects UE implementations but not the network. A UE that does not implement this CR might continue to camp on a cell on which no UL access is possible.

Cell Selection when leaving connected mode

5.2.7.1
UTRA case

When returning to idle mode from connected mode, the UE shall select a suitable cell to camp on. Candidate cells for this selection are the cell(s) used immediately before leaving connected mode. If no suitable cell is found, the UE shall use the Stored information cell selection procedure in order to find a suitable cell to camp on.
When returning to idle mode after a failed attempt to access the network on RACH, the UE shall  not attempt to camp on the cell on which the RACH access has failed but give priority to other suitable cells. The UE shall consider the cell on which the random access attempt failed as being barred for the maximum value of Tbarred, see [4].
When returning to idle mode after an emergency call on any PLMN, the UE shall select an acceptable cell to camp on. Candidate cells for this selection are the cell(s) used immediately before leaving connected mode. If no acceptable cell is found, the UE shall continue to search for an acceptable cell of any PLMN in state Any cell selection.
