If the UE does not implement the change, but the UTRAN does, there is a risk for different interpretation of the meaning of the IE included in the Security Capability in the UE and in the RAN. This may lead in theory to RAN not respecting the UE capabilities when configuring the RBs, which could lead to failure of the connection.
