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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes for discussion the concept of informing MBMS users of neighbouring MBMS cell information.

It is assumed by Vodafone that the operator deploying MBMS in their networks will not provide the same service on all cells. For example, it should be possible to provide an MBMS service only on a specific layer/RAT within a particular coverage area. Therefore, in order to maximise the service offering to users subscribed to MBMS, Vodafone see a requirement that the UE should be able to receive information on which cells it can re-select to in order to acquire or continue receiving a particular MBMS service.
2 Requirements for service continuity

Requirement 1:

The RAN should provide the UE with sufficient information to allow service continuity when moving between cells of same and different hierarchical layers.
