Transport channel considerations

· The E-DCH is aligned in time to the DCH 
· There is only one E-DCH per UE

· The introduction of a 2 ms TTI is FFS
2.2

HARQ
· An HARQ protocol exists and is located in a new MAC entity called MAC-e

· A stop and wait mechanism similar to HSDPA is used
· Inter Node B macro-diversity for the E-DCH with HARQ is FSS

· Re-ordering entity location (Node-B or RNC) 

2.3 Node B controlled scheduling
· Different scheduling strategies:

· Scheduling statistic (transmission control parameters broadcasted by the Node B)
· Deterministic allocation (rate and/or time scheduling control at the Node B)
· Coordination needed in Inter Node B macro-diversity:
· Turned off
· No centralised scheduling (single Node B controlling the scheduling or a sub-set of Node B + an algorithm in the UE to derive a combined command)

· Centralised scheduling (with "credit" mechanism allowed by the RNC)
