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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the response LS on MBMS scenarios.
RAN2 would like to clarify that, in accordance with the generally agreed model on service priority handling in case of MBMS, service prioritisation is only performed in case the UE actually detects that it is incapable of receiving all services it is interested in. Presently there are two main cases in which the UE may be unable to receive an MBMS service in conjunction with a non- MBMS services:

· when the UE is in CELL_DCH (support of MBMS service reception is optional in this state)

· when the UE is on an MBMS preferred frequency that is congested.

The notification to a UE in CELL_DCH, also referred to as dedicated notification, aims to trigger service prioritisation for these cases, while minimising the disruption in the service reception.

RAN2 would like to request RAN3 to provide Iur support for the above indicated dedicated notification scenario.
