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1. Introduction
At RAN2#46bis meeting, the simple per process scheduling [1] was agreed. However it accidentally changed UE behaviour that of a DOWN command from non-serving RLS. In this document, we propose to correct the UE behaviour.

2. Discussion
Problems of current UE behaviour were pointed out in [2]. In our view, one of the problems was accidentally introduced together with the simple per process scheduling [1]. The problem is a minimum of a grant from serving RLS and a grants from non-serving RLSs are taken only when the grants are received simultaneously i.e. DOWN command from non-serving RLS is applied to only one process, and the effect of the DOWN command is almost zero when a UE applies UP command immediately after the UE applied a DOWN command from a non-serving RLS. During RAN2#46bis, our understanding that DOWN command from non-serving RLS is applied to all processes was confirmed in [3], and it is referred as Figure 1 in annex of this document. Therefore we propose to correct the accidentally changed UE behaviour. The proposed UE behaviour is, new SG is set to the minimum between the last used power ratio minus Delta and the received grant from the serving RLS, when a UE receives a grant from a serving RLS and has received a DOWN command from a non-serving RLS within latest HARQ round trip time.
3. Conclusions

According to the above discussion, we propose following.

· To correct the accidentally changed UE behaviour as follows. New SG is set to the minimum between the last used power ratio minus Delta and the received grant from the serving RLS, when a UE receives a grant from a serving RLS and received a DOWN command from a non-serving RLS within latest HARQ round trip time.
4. Text proposal

Text proposal to Updated stage 2 following RAN2#46bis [4] is below.

Reception of Grants from both the Serving and Non-serving RLS

In the case of a UE receiving grants from both the Serving and Non-Serving RLS, the UE behaviour is the following:

When the UE receives a scheduling grant from the Serving E-DCH RLS and has received a "DOWN" command from at least one Non-Serving E-DCH RLS within latest HARQ round trip time:

new SG is set to the minimum between the Last used power ratio minus Delta and the received AG/RG from serving RLS;
