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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN3 would like to inform TSG SA2 that considering the pros and cons mentioned in RAN2 LS (in R3-050446), RAN3 has failed to reach an agreement on including the Number of Idle Mode UEs in the MBMS Session Start over Iu.

The possible benefits discussed in RAN3 were the following:

· it could be used to optimise the first (also called as “initial”) PF (Probability Factor) calculation for Idle mode UEs (Idle mode UEs has own PF) especially when the number of idle mode UEs is very small. 
· to calculate the RNC load during the initial counting phase caused by the RRC signalling connection attempts. The Load can be calculated by the following formula: Load (RRC signalling connection attempts) in initial phase=PF*Number of Idle mode UEs

· also to enable statistics collection based on RAs in RNC 

On the other hand, the arguments for the above list of potential benefits from opposing companies were the following:  

-
The PF optimisation is not possible, because the distribution of UEs is undetermined in the RA which means that the number of idle mode UEs per RA has little to do with the probability factor which is set per cell. In addition,, it is deemed even  harmful to use it in the calculation of the PF because it can lead to peak of signalling load in some scenarios like the hot spot scenarios.
-
The RNC load calculation cannot be optimised for the same reasons,
-
The more accurate statistics collection doesn't need it to collect statistics on how many UEs are receiving MBMS service,
TSG RAN3 would therefore like to inform TSG SA2 that RAN3 has agreed to not include the Number of Idle Mode UEs in the MBMS Session Start over Iu. 
2. Actions:

TSG RAN3 kindly asks TSG SA2 to take into account that RAN3 has agreed to not include the number of Idle Mode UEs in the MBMS Session Start over Iu and to consider the misalignment of TS 23.246 with current RANAP.
