	Currently a UE is required to follow cell reselection parametrisation and perform measurements and identification of configured neighbour cells as defined in TS 25.133 and TS 45.008. In case the candiates for cell reselection include neighbour cells on which a previous Location Area Update was rejected and hence that cell is not any longer suitable, the UE is still required to perform measurements and indentification of such a cell. 

Form practical experience this behaviour result to significant reduction of battery standby time and higher propability of missed paging/degradation of PS data transfer. 

A similar problem as for the inter-frequency case addressed here exists for the GERAN to UTRAN case.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	The section on highest ranked cells was enhanced so that a UE can stop measurements and identification of neighbour cells which are unsuitable due to the fact that this cell belongs to a LA which is in the “list of forbideen LA for roaming”. Furthermore requirements were introduced, when the UE shall resume identfication and measurements of those cells. 

Implementation of this CR by a R99/Rel-4 UE will not cause backwards compatibility issues.

	In certain cases (e.g. in cases where only partial roaming is allowed for a UE), the UE is not allowed to abondon measurements and identification of configured neighbours cells which are not applicable for normal camping.

During the measurement/identification period is can not be excluded that pages are missed or data transfer on CELL_FACH is degradated. Furthermore UE battery power is wasted.

	A simlilar CR to TS 45.008 is required to correct the GERAN to UTRAN case

Highest ranked cells with cell reservations, access restrictions or unsuitable for normal camping
For the highest ranked cell (including serving cell) according to cell reselection criteria specified in subclause 5.2.6.1.4, the UE shall check if the access is restricted according to the rules in subclause 5.3.1.1
If that cell and other cells have to be excluded from the candidate list, as stated in subclause 5.3.1.1, the UE shall not consider these as candidates for cell reselection. 
If that cell and other cells are not suitable for normal camping as they belong to a LA which is part of the list of “forbidden LAs for roaming” or belong to a PLMN which is not indicated as being equivalent to the registered PLMN, the UE shall not consider these as candidates for cell reselection. Measurements of these cells should be abandoned by the UE for 180 minutes. The UE shall start abandoned measurements again after expiry of 180 minutes or if the network was accessed to submit a (NAS) Location Area Update procedure in idle mode or an URA Update procedure in case of RRC connected mode.
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
