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1 Introduction
As agreed in SA2, the functions “Admission/commitment of requested or downgrade to available radio resources” and “Uplink QoS policy enforcement of negotiated QoS” should be located in the eNB [TR 23.882, Section 7.4, Table 1].

As agreed in SA2, the SAE QoS Profile is defined as <Label; UL-GBR; DL-GBR; UL-MBR; DL-MBR; ARP> where the GBR values only apply to GBR bearers. An SAE QoS profile is associated with an SAE Bearer. The parameters of the SAE QoS profile are only signaled from the MME/UPE to the eNB across S1in the control plane at SAE bearer establishment / modification. [TR 23.882, Section 7.12.6]. 
RAN2 understands that the GBR values of the SAE QoS Profile are expected to be used for admission control purposes. [TR 23.882, Section 7.12.1].

RAN2 has already agreed that for LTE (as in E-DCH) there will only be “per UE grants” and no “per UE per RB grants”. This makes is difficult to enforce from the eNB the bit rates UL-MBR or UL-GBR per bearer on the air interface. However, the eNB can enforce UL-MBR or UL-GBR per bearer on S1.
In this context, RAN2 would like to get a better understanding on the following questions:

Q1:
Is it the eNB’s responsibility to enforce (rate police) the UL-MBR and DL-MBR per bearer on S1?

Q2:
Is it an expected behaviour (from an SA2 perspective) if the eNB in certain circumstances enforces (rate police) the UL-GBR and DL-GBR per bearer on S1, e.g., at certain congestion levels, or in “cell edge” scenarios?

Q3:
Is it an expected behaviour (from an SA2 perspective) if the UE in certain circumstances enforces (rate police) the UL-GBR and DL-GBR per bearer on the air interface, e.g., at certain congestion levels, or in “cell edge” scenarios?

Thus, RAN2 would like to ask SA2 for guidance on those questions.
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly would like to ask SA2 to note the current discussion in RAN2 and to provide guidance on the questions listed above.
