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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 and RAN3 that RAN2 has selected HS-DSCH as the transport channel for operation in CELL_FACH. In addition, HS-DSCH will also be used in the CELL_PCH and URA_PCH paging states.
The objective is to share the HS-DSCH transport channel attributes (e.g. L1 coding, transport block size, transmission time interval, modulation) for UEs in CELL_DCH and CELL_FACH. Therefore, no functional impact to the physical layer are foreseen as stated in R1-063611. RAN2 also agreed that ACK/NACK feedback is not used in CELL_FACH state operation.
The link adaptation (MCS and/or transmission power dependent on UTRAN implementation) will be based on the measured results reporting on RACH available in Rel-6. This information would need to be provided from the RNC to the Node B. 
Given that the measurement report information may become obsolete, RAN2 would like to enquire RAN1 what would be the CELL_FACH camping times that would benefit from a measurement report update mechanism. RAN2 did not yet conclude the need of measurement report update mechanism by RACH reporting or introducing direct measurement reporting from UE to Node B.
RAN2 also decided to reuse the measurement occasion concept available in R99 for the enhanced CELL_FACH mobility based on the following principles:
1) The measurement occasions will have a fixed 10ms gap.

2) The RNC will provide the necessary measurement occasion information to the Node B (i.e. H-RNTI, cycle length coefficient) with the corresponding HS-DSCH data frame.

3) The Node B may take into account the measurement occasion information when scheduling data for the UE in HS-DSCH.
RAN2 would kindly request RAN1 and RAN3 to take note of the above decisions.
2. Actions:

To RAN1:
ACTION: 

1) RAN 2 would kindly ask RAN1 to prepare necessary CRs to RAN1 specifications to support HS-DSCH reception CELL_FACH state,
2) RAN2 would kindly ask RAN1 to provide RAN2 with an estimate of the camping times in CELL_FACH that would benefit from a measurement reporting update mechanism.
To RAN3:

ACTION: 
RAN2 would kindly request RAN3 prepare necessary CRs to RAN3 specifications to support HS-DSCH reception CELL_FACH state, including the necessary information for the link adaptation and measurement occasion information mechanisms mentioned above to the Iub interface.
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
