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1 Introduction

Huawei believe that SRNC reloctation should be able to work in CELL FACH state. But careful inspection of the RRC protocol shows that it is not possible to reset T305 as it is not present in the CELL UPDATE CNF.

This can lead to a IOT problem for Rel-99/4/5/6 mobiles due to the fact that different SRNCs may have different T305 values as the new SRNC is unaware of the status or value of T305. 
Even if the new SRNC is aware of the difference in order to change the value of T305 it is necessary for the SRNC to perform protocol interworking to get mobiles to take the new value of T305 into account. The new value of T305 is only take into account when a new cell update is made by the UE.
In Rel-7 we have HSPA+ and CELL FACH improvements and possible new architectures and it would be nice if we could make SRNC relocation work for CELL FACH state.

2 Proposal

For preRel-7 mobiles there is no real choice but to find a network work around and we think that the minimum would be to pass the value of T305 between RNCs on the Iu interface using RRC signalling (Rel-7).
For Rel-7 mobiles however, we should decide whether we should:
· Do nothing;
· Or envisage a change to the mobile behaviour (one such possibility is to include T305 into the CELL UPDATE CNF message as a Rel-7 extension.
