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Way forward on measurement gaps
· Measurement gap configuration and activation/ de-activation are controlled by RRC signalling (as already agreed).
· UE shall not perform HARQ retransmissions during a measurement gap (this allows for the NW to reallocate resources to other UEs always and is inline with agreed priority order of measurement gaps > HARQ retransmissions > DRX).
· Measurement gaps are seen as opportunities for the UE to perform inter-frequency/RAT measurements. It is up to the UE to decide when to perform measurements within the available idle periods (e.g. provided by DRX or measurement gap allocation), as long as the performance complies with RAN4 requirements.. 
· The eNB decides when to activate/ de-activate gaps based on whatever trigger the eNB sees appropriate, i.e. the trigger does not need to be specified
· FFS what sort of UE measurement reports (e.g., optimised reporting timing) should be supported to assist the eNB to activate/ de-activate measurement gaps. (Whether gap configurations are done beforehand or at the same time as activation is FFS.)
