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1. Introduction
On June 2008 during the meeting in Sophia Antipolis France, we agreed to add a section to describe the abortion of RRC connection establishment procedure. But according to the latest TS36.331, we believe this section is no longer needed.
2. Discussions

Base on [1] and [2], we added the section 5.3.3.9 in [3]. The reasoning according to [1] and [2] is “The current specification says that if the wait time (T302) expires, the UE AS initiates a new RRC connection request and restarts T300.”. But according to the current standard, when T302 expired, UE informs upper layers instead of re-transmit RRC connection request. That means the endless reject will not occurred and the RRC connection establishment will not be aborted by upper layers. Therefore we propose to delete section 5.3.3.9 in [3].
Proposal: Delete section 5.3.3.9 in TS36.331.

This contribution discusses the abortion of RRC connection establishment from upper layers. We propose to adopt the proposals as described above.
