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Aggreements to be captured

In RAN2#64bis meeting, it was discussed if emergency call is supported from acceptable cell in Release8 based on R2-090734 and agreed as follows:
	Agreements:

1) A Rel-8 UE should never initiate an emergency call on an acceptable LTE cell.

2) CSFB is not applicable in an acceptable cell.

3) FFS whether priorities/what priorities are applicable in “camped in any cell state”


For 3), the following agreement seems to be reached in offline discussion.
· For any cell selection state 

· The UE applies neither dedicated nor common priorities are applicable as already defined in 5.2.3.1 of 36.304
· UE discards dedicated priories only by timer expiry or if a new PLMN has been selected by NAS. Otherwise, UE keeps dedicated priorities as already defined in 5.2.4.1 of 36.304.
· For camped on any cell state

· the UE applies common priorities from current cell and performs intra-frequency, inter-frequency and inter-RAT cell reselection (to be captured)
· UE discards dedicated priories only by timer expiry or if a new PLMN has been selected by NAS. Otherwise, UE keeps dedicated priorities as already defined in 5.2.4.1 of 36.304.
· To avoid ping-pong between CS capable RAT and E-UTRAN, following sentence in 5.2.9 shold be also added to UMTS, GSM spec (to be captured in separate CR to 25.304)
“if the UE supports CS voice services, the UE should select an acceptable cell of any supported RAT which provides access to the CS domain”
· The search for a suitable cell is a parallel independent process as already defined in clause 5.2.9 of 36.304
· If a suitable cell is found, the UE camps on normally and starts normal cell reselection based on common priorities or dedicated priorities as already defined in 5.2.9 of 36.304.
Proposal 1: To agree on the agreements on offline discussion above
How to capture in the spec
On how to 1) above in 36.304, we envisage 2 alternatives:

· Alt1) To capture by removing emergency call from acceptable cell/ camped on any cell state
This alternative impacts on 3.1, 4.1, 4.3, figure in 5.2.2, 5.2.4.1, 5.2.7, 7.1
· Alt2) To just add a NOTE stating emergency call is not supported from camped on any cell state in Rel8 in one place (e.g. in 3.1 definitions)
It is expected that emergency call will be supported in Rel-9, we think to correct 36.304 largely would not be good approach. Therefore, we propose Alt2.
Proposal 2: To agree on the CR to 36.304 attached

Impacts to other specification
In order to avoid ping-pong between CS-supporting RAT and E-UTRAN in camped on any cell state, we think the CR to 25.304 and LS to GERAN is needed.

Proposal 3: To capture the behaviour to consider E-UTRAN frequencies as the lowest priorities than any other priorities in 25.304

Proposal 4: To send LS to GERAN on the agreement

Definitions and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply:
Acceptable Cell: A cell that satisfies certain conditions as specified in 4.3. A UE can always attempt emergency calls on an acceptable cell, but restriction as in 5.3.3 apply.
NOTE: 
Emergency call from camped on any cell state is not supported in this release of specification.

5.2.4

Cell Reselection evaluation process
5.2.4.1
Reselection priorities handling

Absolute priorities of different E-UTRAN frequencies or inter-RAT frequencies may be provided to the UE in the system information or in the RRC message releasing the RRC connection. If priorities are assigned via dedicated signalling, the UE shall ignore all the priorities provided in system information. If UE is in camped on any cell state, UE shall only apply the priorities provided by system information. The UE shall delete priorities provided by dedicated signalling when:
· the UE enters RRC_CONNECTED state; or

· the optional validity time of dedicated priorities (T320) expires; or

· a PLMN selection is performed on request by NAS [5].

NOTE:
Equal priorities between RATs are not supported.

UE shall only perform reselection evaluation for E-UTRAN frequencies and inter-RAT frequencies that are given in system information and for which the UE has a priority provided. UE shall not consider any black listed cells as candidate for reselection.
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
