As agreed at RAN2 meeting #65bis, starting at RAN2 #66 CRs up to and including Rel-8 shall contain an “impact analysis" statement.
Note that this is intended for stage-3 CRs only, i.e. 25.304, 25.321, 25.322, 25.323, 25.331, 36.304, 36.321, 36.322, 36.323 and 36.331.

Summary
Based on offline discussions involving the chairman, vice chairmen, secretary and other delegates who expressed interest in this aspect during the previous RAN2 meeting, the following handling is proposed to be followed starting with the upcoming RAN2 meeting #66 in San Francisco:

As the concluding part of the “Summary of change” on the CR coversheet, an impact analysis description shall be included with the following format:
Impact Analysis:
Impacted functionality:
<Identification of the specification functionality corrected in the CR, indicating as well whether the changes are isolated to this functionality or also impact other functionalities.>

Inter-operability:
1. if the Network supports the change and the UE does not:

   <Description of the system consequences if the Network supports the change and the UE does not>

2. if the UE supports the change and the network does not:

   <Description of the system consequences if the UE supports the change and the network does not>
It should be further noted that the “Consequences if not approved” section is intended to indicate the situation that would exist if this CR is not accepted.
Rather than something vague like “unclear specification remains”, the CR needs to capture in the “Consequences if not approved” section what the system consequence is if both UE and network do not implement this change.

Please see attached two CRs from Seoul as examples - for illustrative purposes only.
Note 1: Separate Tdocs for these 2 CRs will be submitted by the respective companies for RAN2 #66.
Note 2: As CR submissions cannot have change bars on cover sheet in any section - the change bars in the examples attached are to facilitate easy identification of necessary changes per above.
