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1. Overall Description
In their most recent meeting, RAN2 discussed the attached document on the subject of Tx-Rx separation.  It was suggested that RAN4 should be apprised of the RAN2 conclusions.
2. Discussion

The attached discussion document raised the point that, while RAN2 have provided signalling to indicate an arbitrary Tx-Rx separation even in Rel-8 networks, there is no clear definition of behaviour for the case where a UE faces a network that indicates a Tx-Rx separation with which the UE cannot operate (e.g., a Rel-8 UE encountering a network of a future release).

However, RAN2 concluded after discussion that this problem only occurs in case a new Tx-Rx separation is defined in a later release as part of an already existing Rel-8 band, and Rel-8 UEs are otherwise allowed access to the concerned network.

If new values for the separation are always introduced as new bands, or on carriers from which legacy UEs are excluded by some other mechanism, there is no compatibility problem in the above situation, since the UE will not consider the network as a candidate for selection (e.g., since it will be viewed as operating on a band the UE does not support).  RAN2 believe that this assumption is reasonable, and that the problem discussed by the attached document therefore does not require a change to the specification.  RAN2 would appreciate an indication from RAN4 if this assumption is correct.
3. Actions:

To RAN4:
RAN2 would like to ask that RAN4 indicate whether new values of Tx-Rx separation may be assumed to be introduced only as a characteristic of a new band, or otherwise restricted to carriers that are not accessible to UEs of previous releases.
