	The current wording of “cell reserved for operator use” seems to mean following handling by the UE:
1. Cell with PLMN A and PLMN B

2. PLMN A has set “cell reserved for operator use”

3. UE registered with PLMN A with AC 11 or 15 is allowed to camp on cell

4. UE registered with PLMN A with AC 0-9 or 12-14 is not allowed to camp on cell

5. UE registered with PLMN B (regardless of AC) is allowed to camp on cell

6. UE not registered with any PLMN is allowed to camp on cell (and perform access if requested by upper layers) – After UE has performed ATTACH procedure the cell will become barred.

To our understanding any updates in the cell parameters will affect all PLMNs and thus it seems that this procedure is intended to be used for updating/servicing some upper NW element (e.g. MME). But as can be seen from bullet 6 it is possible that there will be UE trying to ATTACH to PLMN that is reserved for operator use i.e. MME will still get some traffic from these unregistered UEs. The Change addresses this issue by adding “selected PLMN” to “registered PLMN” This prevents UE from camping to such cell that will be barred after registration.

Cell status and cell reservations

Cell status and cell reservations are indicated in the SystemInformationBlockType1 [3] by means of two Information Elements:

-
cellBarred (IE type: "barred" or "not barred") 
In case of multiple PLMNs indicated in SIB1, this IE is common for all PLMNs

-
cellReservedForOperatorUse (IE type: "reserved" or "not reserved") 
In case of multiple PLMNs indicated in SIB1, this IE is specified per PLMN.
When cell status is indicated as "not barred" and "not reserved" for operator use,

-
All UEs shall treat this cell as candidate during the cell selection and cell re-selection procedures.

When cell status is indicated as "not barred" and "reserved" for operator use for any PLMN,

-
UEs assigned to Access Class 11 or 15 operating in their HPLMN/EHPLMN shall treat this cell as candidate during the cell selection and reselection procedures if the IE cellReservedForOperatorUse for that PLMN set to “reserved”.

-
UEs assigned to an Access Class in the range of 0 to 9, 12 to 14 and UEs with AC 11 or 15 not operating in their HLPMN/EHPLMN shall behave as if the cell status is “barred” in case the cell is “reserved for operator use” for the registered PLMN or the selected PLMN.
