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1 Introduction
This contribution reports the status of issues not fully concluded during the online discussions and the way forward.  
1.1 Handover of SIM based UEs:

Issue: How to prevent HO from UMTS to LTE of SIM based UEs involved in normal PS session.
This was deferred for offline discussion.

1.1.1 Offline discussion summary:

It was confirmed that there is a legacy issue for the network based solution if either SGSN/RNC does not support the “SIM indication”, the RNC will attempt HO of a Rel-9 SIM based UE.  This will have to be rejected by MME and could be considered unacceptable in terms of MME signalling load impact if the RNC/SGSN is not updated to Rel-9.  The impact depends on the number of SIMs based UEs in the networks. There may not be a performance impact as HO from UMTS to LTE is unlikely to be due to radio reasons in the initial deployment of LTE.  
It was hence concluded based on the analysis available so far that a UE based solutions will need to be considered.  
But many companies expressed an opinion to study further if other (network and UE based) solutions are possible.
Proposal #1: This could merit from an email discussion to check for other possible network solutions and to discuss possible UE based solutions.
Since this is primarily a UMTS issue, it is not directly covered as part of the WI but as part of TEI9 as discussed earlier (along with the other UMTS parts of IMS emergency call).

1.2 UE originating IMS emergency call in normal mode:

Which NAS procedure should the UE use to originate an emergency call when the UE is in a normal service state in a cell and the network indicated that it does not support IMS emergency calls.

Status: LS to CT1 for feedback.  This is primarily a CT1 issue and should not impact RAN2 unless CT1 raises some issue which require changes to current agreements
1.3 Pingpong of UEs in limited service mode:

The issue raised by ZTE but there was no firm conclusion in the meeting or offline on whether this is really an issue and whether a standardised solution is needed.  If felt necessary, companies can bring up the topic again in future meetings.
1.4 Emergency call back

This issue was deferred to SA2 to discuss by direct company contribution.  This topic can re-opened if SA2 requests RAN to provide a solution.  
2 Proposed way forward on the WI:
It is proposed to conclude that the WI is complete from RAN2 point of view.
