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1. Overall Description:

SA2 are updating 23.401 and 23.060 to support IMS emergency calls across UTRAN and E-UTRAN.

The requirements are such that PS domain GERAN is not used for IMS emergency calls. Iu interface and S1 interface signalling can provide the UTRAN/E-UTRAN with information that an IMS emergency bearer service (PDP context) is active, thus the source RAN can avoid handing over the UE to GERAN.

However, during IMS call establishment, and, following the emergency call while waiting for a possible PSAP ring back, there could be periods where little or no user data or signalling is being transferred to/from the UE. During these periods it is important that the UE does not perform cell reselection to GERAN.
SA 2 foresee a couple of alternative solutions for the prevention of such a cell reselection from UTRAN/E-UTRAN to GERAN, e.g. 

· mandating that UTRAN/E-UTRAN does not release the RRC connection for a UE with an active emergency bearer service/PDP context (and mandating that UTRAN keeps the UE in RRC substates where the UE does not perform cell reselection);

· mandating that the UE modifies its cell reselection behaviour to ignore GERAN cells if it has an active emergency bearer service/PDP context. 
SA 2 invite RAN 2 and RAN 3 to suggest other alternatives and to provide some guidance to SA2 on this topic.
SA 2 would like to inform RAN 2 and RAN 3 that currently there are no requirements for PSAP ring back for limited service/emergency attached UEs.
