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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on reliable transmission of LPP message.

RAN2 has discussed the two solutions in greater detail and can provide the following updates on each solution:
Solution 1: Reliability at LPP
For each message received, the End Points (UE and the E-SMLC) will piggyback acknowledgement in the subsequent message to be sent, if any. In case there is no subsequent message to be sent (and hence piggybacking is not possible) then the Acknowledgement will be sent standalone.
Solution 2: Reliability using NAS transport

In this solution, if eNB can not ensure the delivery of the NAS PDU (generic transfer message) to the UE, it shall send the NAS NON DELIVERY INDICATION to MME. MME shall inform the same (in new message of NON DELIVERY INDICATION in LCSAP) to the E-SMLC. E-SMLC would, if required, transmit the LPP message again with updated contents, if any.
