Introduction
Over the last RAN2 and RAN3 meetings the various aspects of LTE-A relay architectures have been intensively discussed. A comparison of the four proposed alternatives, incl. evolution considerations [1], is available in RAN3, called “relay matrix” [2].
A joint RAN2#69 / RAN3#67 will takes place on Feb. 25th 2010 to decide on the LTE-A relay architecture choice.
