	In the latest RRC specification, the value of T321 timer is not fixed yet when it is used to limit system information acquisition delay in preparation for handover to a CSG cell. RAN4 has been discussing corresponding RRM requirements and has decided the followings:
· CSG SI acquisition delay for macro LTE eNB to LTE HeNB case: 150ms [see 36.133]

· CSG SI acquisition delay for macro UTRAN NB to UTRAN HNB case: [630] + 40*SIB3_REP [see 25.133]

Based on the first RAN4 decision, the T321 value can be fixed as 150ms for SI acquisition from LTE HeNB.
RAN4 did not discussed macro LTE eNB to UTRAN HNB case in detail, but the delay [630] + 40*SIB3_REP agreed for macro UTRAN NB to UTRAN HBN should be upper limit. Assuming HNB would transmit SIB3 more frequently to support hand-in UEs, it seems ok to pick 1s as the time limit. (i.e., SIB3_REP less than 16)
