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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on timing requirements for Activation and Deactivation of SCells.   RAN1 agreed to have an additional subsection 4.3 ”Timing for Scell Activation/Deactivation” in TS36.213 [1] to state the following: “When a UE receives an activation or deactivation command [36.321] for an SCell in subframe n, the corresponding actions in [36.321] shall apply no later than subframe n+[x].”.      

RAN1 also discussed the reliability of the UE’s CSI reports after activating an SCell.  Some companies suggested that the UE’s behaviour in this case could be similar to the existing case of ending DRX in Section 5.7 in [2].
