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1. Overall Description:

In Rel-10, MDT measurements can be complemented with location data only if the UE has positioning turned on for another purpose. If location data is not available in the UE, only the RF measurements available in the MDT reports can be used later in the post-processing to get an estimate of UE location (i.e. RF fingerprinting)
In the work for Rel-11 SA5 has come to the conclusion that it is crucial to be able to complement the MDT data with location data also for cases where the UE do not have positioning turned on for another purpose. It should be possible to correlate the positions with the MDT data.
There are proposals that measurements for positioning purposes (e.g. OTDOA and GNSS measurements) should be possible to be collected during a MDT session. Location data could also be used to compute the position off line during the processing of the collected MDT data. In the cases when location information is readily available in the UE or in the network, it should be possible to be collected in MDT as well.
SA5 seeks advice from SA2 whether providing the location data (either positioning measurements or ready location information) has any architectural impact.
SA5 seeks advice from RAN2 whether it is a correct assumption that existing UTRAN RRC measurement procedures for collecting positioning measurements could be used to collect such measurements also for MDT purposes. Furthermore whether there would be any major obstacles in supporting collection of positioning measurements for MDT purposes also from E-UTRAN. Please note that no choice has been made so far for positioning methods.
