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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to inform CT1 that RAN2 is introducing 8C-HSDPA. A consequence of this is that maximum downlink peak bit rate for 8C-HSDPA is 336 Mbps.
RAN2 observed that the current CT1 specification support coding of bitrates up to 256 Mbps and consequently CT1 specification would need to be updated to support bitrates above the current limitation to achieve the downlink peak rate required by 8C-HSDPA.
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to take the above information into account and update CT1 specification as required to achieve the downlink 8C-HSDPA peak rate of 336 Mbps.
