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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 has been discussing mobility improvements under Further Enhancements to CELL_FACH work item. In particular, for mobility improvements to GERAN, the following is stated in the work item description:-
Note: Mobility improvements should apply from CELL_FACH to LTE and inter-frequency UTRA, while mobility improvement from CELL_FACH to GSM can be considered if sufficient operator interest is shown

Thus far, there has been no operator support shown in RAN WG2 to introduce mobility improvements to GERAN. RAN WG2 would like to inform that in the absence of any operator support in RAN WG2 in the future and if no further guidance is received from TSG RAN on this issue, RAN WG2 will proceed with introducing mobility improvements under Further Enhancements to CELL_FACH without consideration for GERAN. This would imply that mobility to GERAN would only be possible in CELL_FACH if it is configured with a higher priority than that of E-UTRA or inter-frequency UTRA layer.  For example, a UE in CELL_FACH will not be able to reselect to GERAN when it moves out of UMTS coverage. 
2. Actions:
To TSG RAN:
RAN WG2 would like to inform that in the absence of any operator support in RAN WG2 in the future and if no further guidance is received from TSG RAN on this issue, RAN WG2 will proceed with introducing mobility improvements under Further Enhancements to CELL_FACH without consideration for GERAN.
