	In the current specification, there is no clear indication to know whether a UE is capable of continuing a VoLTE call in UTRA. Based on discussions from the last RAN2 and SA2 meetings, SA2 sent an LS to RAN2 (R2-121026/S2-121016) concluding that RAN2 should include in E-UTRA RRC, the “Handover support from Voice over E-UTRA to Voice over UTRA PS”.

In this CR, we intend to first address SA2’s conclusion, but we note that we need to be specific about the FDD/TDD mode, as it is not plausible that all mode combinations will be needed nor will they be available in the same time frame. We propose to introduce the following capabilities in E-UTRA:

· Voice over E-UTRA FDD support (According to GSMA IR.92)
· Voice over E-UTRA TDD support (According to GSMA IR.92)
· Voice over UTRA FDD PS HS support (According to GSMA IR.58)
· Voice over UTRA TDD 128 PS HS support (According to GSMA IR.58)
In addition, the LTE network may need to take into account further possible mobility events after the UE is camping on UTRA. Thus, in this contribution, we have also included the capabilities that SA2 recommended to be added for in UTRAN RRC. We propose to introduce the following capabilities in E-UTRA:

· SRVCC support from UTRA FDD PS HS to UTRA FDD CS
· SRVCC support from UTRA FDD PS HS to GERAN
· SRVCC support from UTRA TDD 128 PS HS to UTRA TDD 128 CS
· SRVCC support from UTRA TDD 128 PS HS to GERAN
