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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN4 for providing detailed answers to the questions on NCL extension.

According to the provided answers, for this WI of UMTS Mobility enhancements for Heterogeneous Networks (UTRA_hetnet_enh-Core), RAN2 has reached the agreement that the total number of inter-frequency neighbour cells is extended from 32 to 64 with the maximum of 32 cells per frequency (a total number of 2 inter-frequencies in the current spec), for both idle and connected mode UEs.

RAN2 also understands, for the WI of Increasing the minimum number of carriers for UE monitoring in UTRA and E-UTRA (LTE_UTRA_IncMon-Core), RAN4 has made the agreements that the number of inter-frequencies is extended from 2 to 5 and the total number of inter-frequency neighbour cells is extended from 32 to 80 with maximum of 32 cells per frequency.
Taking above into account, RAN2 thinks that the agreements achieved for the WI of LTE_UTRA_IncMon-Core contain what has been achieved for the WI of UTRA_hetnet_enh-Core. On the other hand, since from RAN2 signalling point of view the number of 5 frequencies was already supported, RAN2 understands that, regarding the NCL extension, the final change needed in RAN2 is to extend the number of NCL from 32 to 80. 

Since the WI of UTRA_hetnet_enh-Core should be completed by June while the WI of LTE_UTRA_IncMon-Core is still ongoing, RAN2 decides to work on the stage 3 CRs on the NCL extension from 32 to 80, for both idle and connected UEs.
