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1. Introduction
In the ASN.1 related review issue list [1], the comment C.2 is about how to use the RSRQ type in wlan-OffloadConfigCommon for WLAN measurement. Although in the field description of WLAN-OffloadConfig, the UE behavior is specified, the current procedural text may still lead to a potential conflict. And this document tries to resolve this issue.
2. Discussion
The current procedural text in 5.2.2.4 of 36.331 [2] is as following:
	5.2.2.24
Actions upon reception of SystemInformationBlockType17

Upon receiving SystemInformationBlockType17, the UE shall:

1> if wlan-OffloadConfigCommon corresponding to the RPLMN is included:

2> apply the wlan-Id-List corresponding to the RPLMN;

2> if not configured with the wlan-OffloadDedicated;

3> apply the wlan-OffloadConfigCommon corresponding to the RPLMN and forward it to upper layers;


The current field description of thresholdRSRQ-Low in WLAN-OffloadConfig in 6.3.6 of 36.331 [2] is as following:
	The UE shall only apply one of threshold values of thresholdRSRQ-OnAllSymbolsWithWB-Low, thresholdRSRQ-OnAllSymbolsLow,  thresholdRSRQ-WB-Low and thresholdRSRQ-Low as present in wlan-OffloadConfigCommon and forward this to upper layer. The applied value shall be of the same RSRQ type as the one the UE applies for E-UTRAN.


From the current field description, it is clear that the UE will apply only one of the threshold RSRQ values, and the applied value shall be of the same RSRQ type as the one the UE applies for E-UTRAN. However, the current procedural text is more general (apply the wlan-OffloadConfigCommon) and it could still result in the UE having to perform 2 types of RSRQ measurements (i.e. different types for mobility measurements and WLAN offload measurements). Therefore, we suggest simplifying the procedural text to “forward the applied RSRQ parameter to upper layers” and keeping the field descriptions to clarify which RSRQ type the UE applies. And there is no change to the other parameters in the wlan-OffloadConfigCommon. And the corresponding text proposal is provided in section 5.

3> apply the wlan-OffloadConfigCommon except for RSRQ parameter corresponding to the RPLMN and forward it to upper layers;
