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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on simultaneous reception requirements and SIBs for MTC UEs in R1-145416. Based on the discussion at RAN2#89, RAN2 would like to provide the following answers.
RAN1 question on working assumption #3:

[Answer] 
With the following assumptions, RAN2 thought it is possible to restrict the maximum TBS for broadcast transmission for Rel-13 low complexity UE to be no more than approximately 1000 bits: 

1) Limit the mobility supported for Rel-13 low complexity UEs and UEs in enhanced coverage, i.e. they will only be required to support intra-frequency cell reselection and not support inter-frequency cell reselection and inter-RAT cell reselection. Consequently, Rel-13 low complexity UEs and UEs in enhanced coverage will not be required to read SIB5/6/7/8, which might be larger than 1000bits in the real network.
2) For the potential new SIB to accommodate the parameters required for narrowband operation and coverage enhancement operation, there is no need to split into smaller SIBs unless the size is larger than 1000bits.
RAN1 question on agreement #4:
[Answer] 
RAN2 thought that Rel-13 low complexity UEs and UEs in enhanced coverage shall read a subset of the existing SIBs (i.e. at least SIB1/2/14). With the current BCCH modification period, SI-periodicity and SI-window, the eNB could provide sufficient number of repetition opportunities for SIB transmissions to achieve the 15db coverage enhancement target for Rel-13 low complexity UEs. Correspondingly, Rel-13 low complexity UEs and UEs in enhanced coverage need to combine the SIB repetitions in different SI periodicities until the SIB is successfully decoded.
New SIB(s) might be defined to accommodate the parameters for narrowband operation and coverage enhancement operation.
