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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed how the UE selects and reselects SyncRef UE and reached the following conclusions for how to select/reselect a SyncRef UE.
For selection:

Among the SLSS(s) exceeding the “minimum requirement” + syncThreshOoCHyst and for which the UE received the corresponding MasterInformationBlock-SL the UE selects a SyncRef UE according to the following priority order:

Group 1 (highest prio): UEs of which inCoverage, included in the MasterInformationBlock-SL received from this UE, is set to TRUE, starting with the UE with the highest S-RSRP result;

Group 2: UE which SLSS is part of the set defined for in coverage, starting with the UE with the highest S-RSRP result;

Group 3 (lowest prio): Other UEs, starting with the UE with the highest S-RSRP result;

For reselection:
The UE reselects its SyncRef UE according to the procedure above if any of the following conditions occur:

1) If the S-RSRP of the SLSS of the current SyncRef UE + syncRefUEHyst is less than the S-RSRP of the strongest candidate SyncRef UE and the candidate SyncRef UE belongs to the same group as the current SyncRef UE; or

2) If the S-RSRP of the SLSS of the candidate SyncRef UE exceeds the “minimum requirement” + syncThreshOoCHyst and the candidate SyncRef UE belongs to a group of higher priority than the current SyncRef UE; or

3) If the S-RSRP of the SLSS of the current SyncRef UE is less than the “minimum requirement”

syncThreshOoCHyst is included in the preconfigured ProSe parameters and can take the following values: {0 dB, 3 dB, 6 dB, 9 dB, 12 dB, infinity}.
syncRefUEHyst is included in the preconfigured ProSe parameters and can take the following values: {0 dB, 3 dB, 6 dB, 9 dB, 12 dB, infinity}.
“minimum requirement” refers to an S-RSRP value above which a UE can become SyncRef UE.
